Summary:

This course explores fundamental questions of politics, ethics, metaphysics, epistemology and
the philosophy of religion in dialogue with influential works from the Western canon. Questions
include: What is a just society? What is the nature of moral obligation? What is the relationship

of religion to morality? What is a person? Are people free? How can we know such things?

Requirements:

You must regularly attend class. More than four unexcused absences will automatically result
in grade of UW = unofficial withdrawal.

You must complete the assigned readings before the class in which they will be discussed.
You must turn in all of the assignments in order to pass the course.

You must give one 20-30 minute presentation on a reading.

Evaluation:

Class participation will count for 15% of your final grade. This includes one 20-30 minute
presentation on a reading.

The midterm and final examination will each count for 15% of your grade.

There are three 5-page papers. Topics will be handed out in advance. The first paper will
count for 10% or your grade, the second will count for 20%, and third will count for 25%.
