Constitution of Black Theatre Ensemble

Article I. Mission Statement

Section 1.1 Black Theatre Ensemble is intent on establishing a diverse environment for theater on Columbia's campus. Our purpose is to diversify theater by promoting minority playwrights and by giving actors who identify with traditionally marginalized groups a nurturing environment for creative expression. Black Theatre Ensemble has a production every semester. These shows range from musical theater to straight plays to student written sketches. Our choices are as diverse as our casts, and all productions are chosen with a careful eye, as they are meant to foster discussions about issues to all students and people within diverse environments.

Article II. Membership

Section 2.1 Membership to BTE is open to all that enjoy theater.  Before each production, at least one open audition is held on the campus of Columbia University.  Roles are given according to the following, which includes, but is not limited to: acting talent and potential, time availability, and the demands of the production.  Membership is also open to non-CU students.  

Article III. Elections

Section 3.1 Elections are held upon the completion of the year’s production.  There are no restrictions for elected positions, except the student must be a current and future active student at Columbia University in the undergraduate division.
