Columbia Concerts Constitution

ARTICLE I, NAME
 


· The name of this organization shall be Columbia Concerts, and herein referred to as Concerts.


ARTICLE II, GOALS
    


· The main goal of Concerts is to provide two free concerts for the Columbia community:    


· One concert is to be for the New Students Orientation Program (NSOP) with the planning and costs shared with the NSOP committee

· The second, and more important, is the University Bacchanal Concert which shall occur at the end of Bacchanal Week with co-sponsorship from Columbia groups in the CCBC, discussed in Article VII.
· Concerts may also provide other concerts throughout the year:
· Larger concerts must have the explicit goal of at least breaking-even; with any profits going towards the University Bacchanal Concert.
· For smaller concerts, the loss endured shall not be greater than $1000.

· Co-sponsorships for other groups’ concerts shall be decided upon on a case-by-case basis.

ARTICLE III, MEMBERSHIP
· Membership is open to all interested parties on a volunteer basis (no formal inauguration of membership is necessary).
· At least two-thirds of Concerts membership must be from CC/SEAS to maintain ABC recognition. 

· Members will assist with concert preparation as well as representing Columbia Concerts as ushers, security liaisons, and hospitality assistants.


ARTICLE IV, LEADERSHIP

· Leaders are elected to their positions by preceding leadership.

· All leaders are expected to obey the terms of their office faithfully, since it is mostly upon the leadership that the success of Concerts depends.
· Leaders are also responsible for involving and recruiting new members to help with concerts.    
· Apart from the president(s) the positions defined are:

· Treasurer:  
· Must be able to use Excel to present concert expenses for appeals to other organizations.  

· Has to have a general sense of the financial situation as well as what acts and stage preparations cost.  
· Secretary:  
· Responds to inquiries about concert opportunities at Columbia.

· Responsible for the organization of non-financial documents.

· Responds to emails addressed to Concerts.
· Web Manager/Photographer:
· Maintains the Concerts website 

· Other positions include representatives to the CCBC, discussed in Article VII.

     
ARTICLE VI, CHOOSING ARTISTS
· The Concerts leadership shall try to choose artists to perform who have the widest appeal to the Columbia community.

· The Concerts leadership shall try to have multiple genres played throughout the year (rock & hip-hop).

· Decisions of artists for concerts shall always take into account financial feasibility, and the Concerts leadership shall remember to never go into debt.


ARTICLE VII, Columbia Concerts Bacchanal Committee
· During the second semester of each year, the Columbia Concerts Bacchanal Committee (CCBC) shall convene to discuss the University Bacchanal Concert.

· The CCBC shall include one member from each group co-sponsoring the University Bacchanal Concert, the Concerts leadership, plus at least one CCBC representative.

· CCBC representatives are assigned by the Concerts leadership.

· They are required to organize the CCBC meetings.

· The main objective of the CCBC is to discuss cost and planning.

· The artist chosen to perform will be based on the suggestions of those in the CCBC, but the final decision is given to the Concerts leadership acting in accordance with Article VI.
