CONSTITUTION FOR NONSEQUITUR (A CAPPELLA) 

February 2004

Preamble: This constitution is to state the rules and regulations of

Nonsequitur, a co-ed A Cappella singing group. The purpose of the group is to provide the Columbia University community with entertainment by way of singing, and to promote a spirit of enthusiasm and goodwill through music.

Article I

Section 1: The name of this organization shall be Nonsequitur, hereafter referred to as NonSeq.

Section 2: The officers of NonSeq shall make up the Executive Board of

NonSeq, hereafter referred to as the ‘Board’.

Article II

Section 1: The purpose of this group will be to provide the community of Columbia University, as well as that of the greater New York City area, with singing entertainment.

Section 2: The Executive Board shall be responsible for running and

directing rehearsals, planning performances, and managing the budget.

Article III

Section 1: The rules of membership are to attend auditions and subsequent "callback" auditions, at which time the current members of the group shall deliberate over who will make the best musical contribution to the group overall.

Section 2: All students of Columbia University are welcome to audition;

however, they must be able to adhere to the attendance policy, that every member must attend both a Sunday evening rehearsal and a

Wednesday evening rehearsal, pending emergencies.

Section 3: Membership may be revoked if the student does not adhere to the attendance policy, or if the member is no longer capable of working

harmoniously with the group.

Article IV

Section 1: Rehearsals shall be held on Sundays from 8 to 11pm and on

Wednesdays from 8 to 11pm -- any exceptions or changes must be sanctioned by the President or the Musical Director.

Section 2: Policy decisions are made and how formal votes are carried out and finalized by means of a majority vote among the entire group.

Article V

Section 1: The organization shall have the following officers: President, Vice President/Musical Director, Secretary, Treasurer,and Concert Manager. Any member who feels qualified may run for office, and will be voted upon by majority vote.

Section 2: The duties of the President are to help run rehearsals as well as reserve space for performances and rehearsals. The duties of the Musical Director/Vice President are to run rehearsals, create

arrangements, and put together a repertoire. The Secretary shall make sure the repertoire list is updated, as well as notify the group, via email, of any changes in the organization or representation of the repertoire. The Treasurer shall manage the budget. The Concert Manager is responsible for planning and booking performances, contacting other groups to perform with, and making sure that space is reserved for the concerts.

Section 3: Each position may be held for the length of one academic year.

Article VI

Section 1: Elections for these positions will be held at the start of

every academic year. If a member of the Board vacates the position, for

any reason, a re-evaluation and another election shall be held for the

position. You must be a member of NonSeq to vote.

Section 2: A members of the Board may be impeached and removed by the

membership. If someone in the group feels that a member is not being a

responsible, committed member of the group, the group can propose to have a vote on whether that person should be impeached or not. Final decisions will be made by majority vote.

Section 3: In the event of a mid-term vacancy of an elected officer, as

previously stated, the remaining members simply vote, by majority rules,for any other member that might be interested in the job.

Article VII

Amendments can be proposed by any member of the group, and are voted on

by majority rules.

Article VIII

This constitution shall be established by a vote of three-fourths majority of the membership of the organization.
