CU Sign Constitution, updated 3/06

Article I – CU Sign


Section 1. The officers of CU Sign shall make up the Executive Board of CU Sign, hereafter referred to as the ‘Board.’

Article II - Purpose


Section 1. The purpose of this organization shall be threefold: to offer free weekly classes in ASL, to educate the members of the club in deaf culture by attending events throughout the city, and to promote deaf awareness on campus.

 
Section 2. The Board shall inform group members of upcoming events, organize the ASL classes, manage the budget to pay for the classes, and select events and speakers.

Article III - Membership


Section 1. The general body of the organization must be comprised of at least two-thirds CC/SEAS/GS students, one-third Barnard students.

 
Section 2. The privileges and responsibilities of membership are access to free weekly ASL classes.

 
Section 3. Membership may be revoked by consensus of the board due to behavior during class or at events that is deemed inappropriate.  Membership is open to all students from the four undergraduate schools, the graduate schools, and approved members of the local community. 

Article IV - Meetings and Procedures

 
Section 1. Classes are held weekly, after which club issues may be brought up.  Any member who wishes to practice signing outside that weekly class period, may inform the group and meet with as many members as are interested.

 
Section 2. The elected board members make decisions about club policy, though the opinions of club members can be expressed openly in the weekly meetings.  In the case that a formal vote is required, members may email their preference to the appointed board member.  

Article IV - Officers

 
Section 1. The organization shall have the following officers: President, or co-Presidents, VP (in the case of no co-President), treasurer, and additional Board Members.  All undergraduates are eligible to hold office and are elected by the club members on a yearly basis.  

 
Section 2. The duties of these officers shall be determined by each Board. 

 
Section 3. No single Board member may be BOTH the president and treasurer simultaneously.
