What is the ABC elections process like?

ABC reps are elected during ABC’s Annual General Meeting (AGM). This year, the AGM is on Wednesday, April 30th at 8:30 pm in Earl Hall Auditorium. Candidates for the ABC rep position should arrive by 8:15 pm. Each ABC group is required to send at least one group member to the AGM. The AGM will begin with an overview of the year by the ABC executive board & and the introduction of the new ABC exec board, followed by a review of proposed constitutional changes.

Following this, each candidate for ABC representative will give a speech to the groups in attendance. Each candidate will be allowed 3 minutes to give a speech, followed by a period of Q&A during which groups may ask each candidate questions.

Each ABC group is allowed to vote for up to 14 candidates. Because of the large number of ABC groups, we will ask groups to submit ballots following the meeting and will also open voting online to groups who, for various reasons, might not be able to vote at the meeting. Results will be released by the 2008-2009 ABC Executive Board the weekend following the AGM.
