Description: "Empathy - the word, the emotion, and specifically the late
nineteenth-century German concept known as Einf hlung - has recently begun to
reappear in Anglophone cultural discourse. A kinder, gentler model of the
aesthetic response, the discourse described a potentially uncomfortable
destabilization of identity along the viewer's perceptual borders * a sensation at
once physical, psychological, and emotional. It has been linked in the last few
years to an unlikely range of subjects, including Frank Gehry's architecture,
Adolphe Menzel's paintings, and the entire Surrealist project. This lecture
discusses recent appropriations of empathy as well as its history in the twentieth
century as a foil for abstraction and estrangement. Calling attention to vast



changes in the nature and practice of modern spectatorship, the critical
investigation of empathy challenges the modernist framework, traditionally
oriented around the achievements of French and American artists."

A Conversation with Brian Anson

As Professor Robin Middleton writes: "Brian Anson first emerged from the
everyday practice of architecture in Britain in 1970, when although deputy
principle planner in the Covent Garden design team of the Greater London
Council, he took up the cudgels on behalf of the local community who were to be
wiped out and displaced along with the central marketN this was before the
advent of boutique commercialism on the rampant scale, but already the
commercial possibilities of this prime cultural area of London were beginning to
be recognized. In the end it was more gently developed than at first envisagedN
preservation was on its way. Brian Anson took up the cudgels next at the
Architectural Association, where he stoked up a posse of revolutionariesN many
of them French refugees from the turmoils of 1968. Built form was of no account;
it was politics that mattered. These were heady days, when architects still
thought to have social concernsN things have changed. Unimaginably. Brian
still speaks of the passion though, even if he and his polemics have been
forgotten. | hope he will recall them as vibrantly as before." After Brian Anson's
talk, Robin Middleton will lead a conversation with him about '68 and its aftermath
in Britain, in France, and the US.
