THE 2010 CARL B. BOYER MEMORIAL PRIZE IN THE HISTORY OF SCIENCE
The Carl B. Boyer Memorial Prize in the History of Science may be awarded annually to the Columbia University undergraduate who writes the best essay on any topic in the history of science or mathematics as judged by a faculty committee.

Eligibility: All undergraduates in Columbia College, Barnard College, the Fu Foundation School of Engineering and Applied Sciences, and the School of General Studies are eligible.

Deadline and Submission: Prize essays must be submitted by Monday, 19 April 2010, to:

Format: Prize essays should normally be no more than 12,000 words (approximately 40 pages of double-spaced typescript) in length and must be typed in standard double-spaced format, properly paginated and clearly marked with the candidate’s name.  Applicants should submit three copies accompanied by a completed application form (see below).  Essays should contain appropriate references to original sources and a bibliography of all major works consulted.  

One copy of each prize-winning essay will be deposited in the Mathematics-Science Library, Columbia University.

Topics: There are no particular restrictions as to subject, period, or style.  “Science or mathematics” may be taken to include medical sciences and technology where related to scientific development.

Prize: The Boyer is normally awarded to a single individual, but it may, under appropriate circumstances and on the recommendation of the adjudicating committee, be shared between two candidates.
