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PHILIP E. JOHNSON SPEAKS AT
KINGS” COLLGE

Dr. Johnson became
abeliever in Chrigt after a per-
sonal crisis during law school
at UC-Berkley. HeisaBerk-
ley law professor that special-
izesin the logic of arguments.
That specidty istruly reflected
in histalk about the contro-
versy between Darwinism and
Creationism. He was avery
charismatic and effective
speaker.

He argues that the
theory of evolution is severdly
lacking in confirmatory evi-
dence. Hebdievesthat scien-
tists have prematurely ac-
cepted Darwin' s theory as fact
and then scrambling to find
evidence to support it.

Dr. Johnson isdsoinvolved in
“The Wedge”, to separate the
two definitions of science. One
definition, science is devoted to
unbiased empiricd investiga-
tion. The other definition sci-
enceis devoted to providing
explanations for al phenomena
that employ only natural or
material causes. According to
the first definition scientists
should follow the evidence,
even if it leadsto intelligent
causes of biology. But accord-
ing to the second definition,
science is devoted to providing
explanations for al phenomena
that employ only natural or
material causes, ignoring any
evidence of anintelligent cause
to support the theory of the
unintelligent, natural, causes

for biology. Because science
has such a great influence over
everything in this world, even
educational curriculum, that
thereisaneed for the two defi-
nitions to be separated so that
science will not be abused and
the truth that pointsto a Crea-

COLUMBIA CHRISTIANS NEED PREP FOR CC

Ever walk away from
a heated discussion and think,
“| should have said...” or “Why
didn't | just say...?" Having
the right response to someone
with a persuasive or e oquent
argument comes naturdly for
those who think through issues
beforehand.

When | first walked
into my Contemporary Civili-
