	Agenda Item 3 | Tech Initiatives | Ali Raza 


Discussion:  

Ali Raza presents the two Tech resolutions on “Improvement in Online Course Selection and Registration” and “Assistance with Student Web Development,” which were emailed to the council to review with the agenda.  Ali notes that the first initiative is not a formal CCSC endorsement of the “Columbia Classes” program that was presented last week.  The resolution is simply saying that as a council we see a need for there to be a better online course selection and registration system.  The second initiative is in regards to APIs and creating a way for student developers to receive access to Columbia materials in a secure manner.  This resolution will help CCSC move forward with the “Portal.”

	Agenda Item 4 | Dean’s Discipline | George Krebs


Discussion:  
George has been meeting with Dean Kevin Schollenberger to work on this issue.  It is something that a lot of groups on this campus are interested in.  Columbia is currently in the midst of hiring a new dean of judicial affairs, however, there are certain issues in regards to Dean’s Discipline that need to be addressed now and cannot wait until January when the new Dean is hired.  Last year, a committee was put together and it was decided that students need to know the rules of Dean’s Discipline and also there have to be students involved in the process.  The council discusses issues that need to be worked on.  CCSC should look into where security guards and officials are put.  It has been reported that there has been an increase in campus busts on alcohol but there has also been an increase in violent crimes.  Some believe that this is because officials are being put in dorms rather than being put in more dangerous parts around Morningside Heights where officials are really needed.  Another idea was to have a peer advocate for the student who is undergoing the process—it can be sometimes shocking and scary to be in this situation and another student could be of help.  Students currently do not have access to their evidence prior to their Dean’s Discipline meeting.  However, these students can also put out a statement about what actually happened from their perspective.  That being said, these accounts are not really taken seriously and are largely disregarded.  Perhaps, we can ensure that the adviser who sits with the accused student is actually working on behalf of the student.  There should be some way to ensure that the student’s point of view is actually listened to.  There needs to be a more universal and more advertised protocol of how Dean’s Discipline works.  

	Agenda Item 5 | Swipe Access Update | Adil Ahmed


Discussion:  
Housing and Dining wants to know from CCSC why students aren’t using the lounges in dorms.  Why aren’t groups going there for meetings?  This is not a roadblock for them in terms of moving on Swipe Access but they are just curious.   It is discussed how lounge spaces are not generally used because groups cannot necessarily make an RSVP list before hand.  They are only available after Mon-Wed.  Housing and Dining will be sending out a document that lists all the lounge spaces available along with their restrictions.  CCSC will need to help decide how some of these restrictions can potentially be loosened so that students use these spaces more.  SDA has a researcher who will help us out with swipe access.
