Discussion:   

2011 Class Council:  The 2011 Class Council is making a calendar of events for the rest of the year.  
2010 Class Council:  On October 18th, the council will be having a community service event where the council will decorate the walls of a school with a mural—registration for the event is being sent out in the weekly email.  Additionally on October 25th, the council will have a “Meals on Wheels” event, where CCSC members will prepare meals for seniors.  Joey Goldberg has met with CU Arts to discuss a talent show to showcase student talent.  They are still working on the semi-formal which will take place on November 8th in Ferris Booth; it will have a Venetian theme. 
2009 Class Council:  Lerner Pub hosted by SGA occurred last Thursday.  The council announced the second Senior Excursion—a trip for fifty seniors to go to Madison Square Garden to see the New York Knicks play the Boston Celtics.  Additionally, they are planning a program titled “After the BA” where graduates talk about what they did immediately after college.  A website is being worked on.  A study break is being planned where movie tickets will be raffled off and “toothpick holders” will be given out. 
University Senators:  Monica met with faculty in the budget committee.  There are talks about improving the distribution of security officers on our campus so that they are located in places where they really need to be.  Tiffany had a meeting with George about Dean’s Discipline.   

Academic Affairs Representative:  Karen is working on a survey for the research initiative database.  She will send it out to several listservs.  She will be working with the committee on instruction.  If anyone is interested in academic affairs, he or she should contact Karen because she will be holding a meeting soon.
Student Services Representatives:  A new schedule for the Fairway stop has been added.  The transportation website has been updated, now including the hours for the midnight shuttle.  There are also shuttle schedules in Lerner.  Soon, there will be new television screens in Lerner for student groups to advertise from.  There will be a meeting soon with the committee on tobacco usage.  
Pre-professional Representative:  Melissa has worked on the constitutional amendment for the Pre-professional representative position. 
Director of Technology:  The CCSC (and CC’09) website is up, but don’t advertise it for another two or three days.  Portal will be discussed soon.  

VP of Funding:  Laura met with the Columbia Musical Theater Society.  The Inter-Council Agreement will be talked about in the next week.  There were two co-sponsorship approvals.  CQA wanted $150 for their First Friday dance and CCSC decided to give them $100 because they should seek out other sources for money besides just the councils.  Notes and Keys is making a road trip to Tufts University, retirement homes in Cape Cod, and two elementary schools.  CCSC has decided to give them $320 for their trip in line with the ratio of what they received from other councils.   
VP of Policy:  Adil asks all CCSC members to go to events this month and introduce themselves as a council member.  Adil mentions that next Sunday’s meeting will be dominated by computer presentations about two new programs:  Sakai and Columbia Classes. 
Student Body President:  George met with Dean Schollenberger this week.   
VP of Campus Life:  Big thank you for helping out at Homecoming!  Jam Session is October 18th.  Contact Robyn if you are interested in reaching out to an artistic community.  The Tree Lighting Ceremony is Thursday December 4th.  
VP of Communications:  Columbia 311 is being launched.  Next week, because the meeting will be dominated by presentations, everyone will email Ian their updates, which everyone will read prior to the meeting, rather than saying them orally at the meeting.  There will be a block of time for everyone to ask each other questions about the updates.

Discussion:  
Voting Rights for Reps:  The constitutional amendment which would grant all future elected class council representatives voting rights is brought before the council.  

Pre-professional rep:  Currently, the pre-professional representative position is not even mentioned in the CCSC constitution.  Melissa has written up a description for inclusion into the constitution, which is brought before the council. 
Decisions:  Seventeen CCSC members vote in favor of both the “Voting Rights for Reps” and “Pre-professional representative” amendments. 
	Agenda Item 4 | Off-Campus Venues Resolution | Sara Partridge & AJ Pascua


Discussion:  Sara and AJ present their resolution of Off-Campus Venues, arguing that student groups need more space outside of Columbia for their events.  In the past, the SDA did not know if venues were safe or could be trusted, but now there are ways to check if these venues are safe by means of doing background checks.  
Decisions:  16 CCSC members vote in favor of the resolution; one abstention.  Resolution passes. 
	Agenda Item 5 | Swipe Access | CCSC


Discussion:  The discussion from last week is being continued.  The question is how much is CCSC willing to work for something that won’t necessarily “benefit” CC students immediately.  In other words, Barnard would seemingly get access to Columbia dorms whereas Columbia students would have more limited access to Barnard dorms.  Learned suggests that this issue really does effect CC students even if they don’t have access to Barnard dorms because every weekend there is a long line outside of EC because students need to be signed in.  There will be a lot of red tape in trying to push this forward—financially, guards need to be trained.  It is suggested that a committee is formed to talk about this issue outside of at-large Sunday meetings, which would have to include representatives from SGA, ESC, and GSSC.  
Decisions:  CCSC should survey the Columbia population to see how most students feel about this issue.
