Discussion:  
Robert Kasdin, Senior Executive Vice-President, came to tonight’s meeting.  He discussed with the council that the issues he is currently dealing with are primarily financial.  He talked about the budget process and how he is working to establish what the university’s priorities are.  CCSC discusses two initiatives with him:  the Portal and space issues.  After presenting information on the portal, Robert Kasdin says that he is not directly involved in the decision making process for the creation of such a portal.  However, he advises that CCSC needs to gain a concrete figure for the price of such a portal.  He said that the figure CCSC presented to him tonight was not the one that he was given earlier which was much higher.  Once a figure is obtained, it will be easier to talk logistics about creating the portal.  CCSC presented information about space, particularly on E-Classrooms, Lerner 6, Manhattanville, and undergraduate use of graduate resources.  In regards to E-Classrooms and undergraduates using spaces such as the Business School Library, Robert Kasdin suggested that CCSC talk to Kevin Schollenberger.  The Faculty House is scheduled to be completed by the summer.  In the future, the Interdisciplinary Science Center will also help alleviate some space issues.
