Academic Affairs Representative:

* I met with Dean Yatrakis last week, and these were the outcomes:

-We are working with CUIT to get course syllabi online by making it the default option for professors, so that if they do not want the syllabus to be up, they have to indicate so, otherwise, it will be available to students (currently it works the other way around)

-She is with discussions with CCE to get funding for summer research opportunities

* Learned, and I met with Ryan Bubinski from Columbia Classes to develop an action plan to get course evaluations online, and in the long-term a policy change that will make it easier for student developers to work on independent projects for the benefit of the student body.

*We discussed effective ways to increase the use of the Career Center by bringing some events to where more students are at and not just having them at CCE. 

* One plan of action that CCE is taking is doing the Power Half-Hours at Lerner. This will help with drawing more people in to events. CCSC collaboration is definitely needed here because of space. CCE has to pay to use space in Lerner, however if we book the space through CCSC, the cost can be cut down. With budget cuts, CCE mentioned that the only way that we could have Power Half-Hours in Lerner is through collobration.

* CCE is also looking to expand the use of technology. By allowing students to do stuff from their dorms, this maximizes the use of the service of CCE in a different way.

* CCE also suggested have a section in Class e-mails about the most important events being done by CCE. This could be another way of advertising. 

* Lastly, CCE mentioned having a table on the ramps as a way of letting students know what is happening on campus.

We’ll try to minimize the need for this big ticket item. I had a meeting this week to discuss events we’ll host for Dean Quigley’s last semester (which we’ll discuss today). We would like to honor his work for our students.

	Agenda Item 2 | Co-Sponsorships | Laura Doan 


Discussion:  The committee had seven co-sponsorships this week.  The Columbia East Asian Review requested money to help with their publication as well as for a symposium that they are holding.  They are not a recognized student group so they rely heavily on money from the council.  They requested $1200, but the committee has recommended $600.   Club Bangla requested $1150.  However, the committee found that their revenue for the event exceeded the expenses for it so they are not requesting any funds to be given.  However, CCSC still wants to support the event and will let Club Bangla know that if after their event, their expenses actually do exceed their revenue, then they are welcome to come back to the co-sponsorship committee for a reevaluation.   TASA has requested $300 for the Taiwan Day Festival and the committee recommends giving TASA $300.  TASA and AAA are co-organizers of CASPY for which they requested $500, but the committee has recommended giving $400.  The Columbia Iranian Students Association are having an event for which they asked for $1200.  The committee has decided to give them $525.  Relay for Life requested $2500, but the committee has decided to give $2000.  The Varsity Show requested $6000 and the committee has decided to fund them the whole $6000.  
Decision:  All CCSC members vote in favor of the seven co-sponsorships. 
	Agenda Item 3 | Ivy-China US Invitational | Sue Yang 


Discussion:  The Chinese Delegation is coming to Columbia, which is a leadership organization.  Last summer, they hosted the Ivy Council in China.  This year, they are going to travel to Harvard, Yale, Brown and Columbia.  They will be visiting Columbia this Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.  CCSC would like to have a student government panel for these students on Saturday at 2:30 pm.  If you are interested in helping out, please contact Sue.  Also, there will be a group of student leaders from Colombia visiting Columbia on the same weekend.  This panel will involve both the students from China and from Colombia.      

	Agenda Item 4 | Dean Quigley Event | CCSC 


Discussion:  CCSC discusses ideas for an event that would honor Dean Quigley while incorporating all four undergraduate classes.  Some ideas for the event include a soccer tournament and an event that highlights all of Quigley’s accomplishments.  This second event could involve students who are Kluge scholars and those who have continually benefited from Dean Quigley’s work.

Discussion:  George needs each class council, the Senators, and the Representatives At-Large to send him a paragraph that states the initiatives and programs that have been accomplished over the year.  George will compile these responses and send them out in his email, entitled the “State of the College.”  CCSC also plans to host a Town Hall; however, the date needs to be set.  
	Agenda Item 6 | Council on Columbia College Spirit | Robyn Burgess 


Discussion:  Robyn would like to create a Council on Columbia College Spirit, which would help CCSC define what it means to be part of the Columbia College community.  This group will research events that have happened in the past and will conduct surveys to help CCSC figure out how they can best serve the student body and improve school spirit.  Though most CCSC members seem to approve of the idea, a few suggestions include having the committee be delegated to the class councils, who could easily include a survey in their council emails.  Robyn should also talk to the Undergraduate Recruitment Committee for ideas.  Additionally, it might be helpful to incorporate the Columbia College Office in Hamilton with this committee.  Robyn should talk to SGA and ESC to see if they have tried to tackle this issue. 

	Agenda Item 7 | Rotating Agenda Item | Billy Freeland and Karen Woodin 


Discussion:  Billy and Karen discuss the issue of getting course syllabi online.  Currently when a professor tries to upload a syllabi online, they have the choice to make it available to only students registered in the class, to all Columbia College students, or to the world.  The current default option is for the syllabi not to be available to everybody.  However, most professors are willing to make the syllabi available to students but the reason why the syllabi are not actually be displayed online is because most of the professors simply believe that the syllabi has in fact been made available.  The issue may lie with this default option.  Therefore, CCSC has proposed that the default option be changed to a setting where the syllabi is automatically available to all students.  If a professor feels strongly about restricting the syllabi, then he or she has the choice to choose that option.  Secondly, a new tab may be added to Courseworks which would include information about the reading lists for a class, as well as a course description.  CCSC discusses what other information might be helpful on this tab.  Information on assignments, midterms, teaching style, prerequisites, and whether or not the class fulfills a core requirement are all suggested. 
	Agenda Item 8 | Alcohol Policy | CCSC 


Discussion:  CCSC has a follow-up on the discussion with Dean Kromm from the last meeting.  Since that meeting, the policy committee has drafted a letter with recommendations to Dean Kromm.  CCSC had four proposals which focused primarily on smaller gatherings.  Dean Kromm responded to the letter, requesting to meet with CCSC and RAs, but she did not directly address the proposals that were made.  It is unclear what Dean Kromm wants to talk about at the meeting she has requested.  However, meeting with the RAs should be helpful because they are an integral part to this process.  The next step that the policy committee is taking is to start looking at policies concerning dormitories and group events.  There is currently a proctor problem and all alcohol after events is thrown out so a lot of money is wasted.  CCSC is going to talk to the bartending agency to see if they could potentially serve as proctors for these events.
