VP of Communications:

Columbia 311/Ask Us:  Jeff Scott set up this meeting for me and Eleanor Templeton, the manager of internal and online communications, so that we could get to work on the Columbia 311/Ask Us system.  At the end of the meeting, we decided to look into ways to utilize an Ask Us type interface for our own website rather than simply adding a "Columbia 311 tab" to the Ask Us software as it currently exists.  The reason of course is financial.  In order to add a CCSC tab to the program, it would cost around $17000.  However, what Eleanor explained to me made since.  For 311's purposes, we only really need the actual software (a tool that lets us archive/display questions and one which allows students to send an email to a queue which we can then sort out to the correct 311 rep).  Behind the scenes of the Ask Us website there is a team of approximately 75 people--if i heard that correctly-- who work on the questions.  However, Eleanor seemed excited about CCSC collaborating with Ask Us so what she is going to do is research various options for us to use open source software so that we can set up our own tool that is similar to the Ask Us one.  Additionally, we will have access to contribute to the questions that are included in the Ask Us site so that we can play a role in shaping that website so it is a bit more student-friendly.  One of the problems that came up was how do we distinguish what questions should be on the "CCSC Ask Us" and the generic "Ask Us" and this is something that we are aware of and are going to work on.  We were definitely on the same page about needing to clearly distinguish what types of questions would be on the CCSC Ask Us and on the University wide one so that students are never confused about getting information.  I think ultimately this is a good way to take this project because by having the Ask Us program on our own site, it will alleviate some of the issues that may have arisen if we had a CCSC 311 tab on the Ask Us Website which is really for the entire Columbia community, not just CC.  Let me know if you guys have any questions.  Hopefully we will have some options presented to us by Monday evening.

	Agenda Item 4 | Rotating Agenda Item | CCSC 2012


Discussion:  The 2012 Class Council wanted to discuss their “Peer Tutoring Initiative.”  However, when they advertise the program, it will not have the word “tutoring” in its title because the council felt that such a word might intimidate students from participating.  The program will informally arrange for freshman students to receive help from their peers in various subjects.  The 2012 council met with RAs to ask for their advice and all of the RAs supported the program.  The council is still working on the logistics of how the program will actually work.  It is suggested that this program can be especially helpful in regards to Lit Hum and Frontiers of Science.  Additional, the 2012 council should talk to the heads of the freshman housing to ensure that this program is sustainable and is something that is continued in the future.  The program should be implemented after Spring Break.  

	Agenda Item 5 | Dean Cristen Scully-Kromm | CCSC 


Discussion:  Dean Cristen Scully-Kromm came to tonight’s CCSC meeting to discuss the Alcohol and Party Policy, particularly as they are listed in the FACETS Guide and the Guide to Living.  This past Tuesday, George met with Dean Kromm and discovered that noise complaints were a huge issue from the administrative viewpoint.  Dean Kromm gave CCSC information about her background:  this is her third year at Columbia but she was at Barnard for six years prior to coming to Columbia.  Upon her arrival, there was discussion about Community Principles and the Office of Judicial Affairs was created.  Because the Office of Judicial Affairs was created, it allowed Residential Programs to focus on giving more support to RAs and ensuring that they were fulfilling their responsibilities.  Dean Kromm emphasized that the most important thing RAs were trying to do was to create a sense of community.  She also stated that most of the time, RAs act because of calls from a resident.  She explained that the administration has avoided establishing policies for students to officially register parties because such a move would actually place more restrictions on Columbia students.  CCSC brought up several issues with Dean Kromm such as the need for clarification on the difference between quiet hours and courtesy hours; why it was necessary for RAs to document every incident regardless of its severity; and the need to reform policies concerning alcohol in common spaces.  Any CCSC member who wants to continue the conversation should contact Dean Kromm at cs867@columbia.edu.  CCSC decided that some of its next steps should include defining the noise policy, having a small group of CCSC members meet up with Dean Kromm and the RAs, clarifying the procedure by which RAs write incidents up (perhaps advocate for a warning system), and trying to establish party/alcohol policies that are more objective in nature.
