University Senators:

Billy Freeland:  I recently introduced a resolution - attached if you would like to see it - that requires professors to post reading lists and partial syllabi two weeks before the start of each semester. This week, it was passed unanimously by the Student Affairs Caucus and forwarded to the Executive Committee, which also approved it. The next and final step is that, on May 1st (cough my birthday cough) it goes before the Senate plenary, which will decide whether to accept it or not. Interestingly, in the debate over this resolution it was discovered that there is some state or federal law that takes effect in 2010 that basically requires this of all universities. It is unclear what legislation it is or what it means, but we are currently trying to find out. 

On another note, on Friday I had an IT Committee meeting in which I brought up printer quota and email aliases. On email aliases, I wasn't sure if we have them anymore at Columbia, and most people seemed to think it was a good idea to have them. So, I'm going to check on whether or not they exist and then work with CUIT on it. Regarding printer quotas, I brought up the problem that for many second-semester seniors writing theses, the quota is way too low. Members of the committee were sympathetic. One member, who is also a CUIT person, said that to increase quota to 200 pages a week would cost "hundreds of thousands of dollars," and was out of the question. However, increasing the reserve quota to 200 pages would only cost "tens of thousands of dollars," he said. I asked whether it was possible to target students who are writing theses and to increase their quotas, perhaps via a subsidy from their departments. Committee members like this idea and it will be explored by CUIT.

	Agenda Item 2 | Co-Sponsorships | Laura Doan

	Agenda Item 3 | Smoking Policy Resolution & Senate Resolution | Adil Ahmed & Billy Freeland


Discussion:  A resolution on the smoking policy proposal is discussed amongst CCSC.  The purpose of the resolution is to make it known that CCSC does not support the current smoking proposal.  All CCSC members vote in favor of the resolution. 

Billy Freeland discusses the senate resolution to require course descriptions, textbook information, and reading lists to be posted online prior to the start of each semester.  He has received support from the Senate’s executive committee.  On Friday May 1st, this resolution will be voted on.  All CCSC members vote in favor of the resolution. 
	Agenda Item 4 | Manhattanville | CCSC 


Discussion:  

LaVerna Fountain, the Executive VP of Facilities, and Victoria Benitez, who works in the Office of Public Affairs, came to the CCSC meeting to discuss Manhattanville.  They began the conversation by asking CCSC for questions about Manhattanville, adding that if they could not answer all of them tonight, they would answer them in a future correspondence.  CCSC wanted to know about the current negotiating package for displaced residents, if the economic crisis has affected the progress of the Manhattanville expansion, generally what the timeline is, when decision will be made about the schools that will have space on the new campus, information about what is happening with Floridita, to what extent the shops that will be installed will be owned by local businesses, and what Columbia’s position is on the opinions of those who are not in favor of the expansion.  LaVerna notes that some of these questions do not have answers yet simply because this project is in its earliest stages—it is a 30 year project.  They mention how Columbia does not own the 3333 building which is a residential privately owned building.  They explain that the expansion has two phases to creating a new 17 acre campus.  On the topic of displacement, they note that Columbia has a commitment to creating jobs for local residents.  CU will ensure that a certain portion of the new shops that are put in will be run by local merchants.  Additionally, Columbia has committed to providing displaced residents with housing that is equal or better than their current housing situations.  Floridita negotiations have continued but they cannot discuss the details of the negotiations. 	Agenda Item 5 | Scott Wright | CCSC 


Discussion:  Scott Wright, VP of Student and Administrative Services, comes in to talk to CCSC.  His area covers undergraduate housing, dining, lerner hall, event management, health services, and mail/printing services.  First, he makes two clarifications concerning the smoking policy and the new meal plan proposal.  The smoking policy was created by a number of administrators in health services who wanted to look at Columbia smoking policies and see if they were adequate.  These administrators collected information and they came up with a recommendation, that smoking be banned within the Columbia gates.  However, it is important to note that nobody on that committee actually has the right to enforce the proposed policy, they were only making a recommendation.  The proposal would actually have to be taken to the senate to be voted on.  In terms of dining, he clarifies that the new proposal will not make a meal plan mandatory for anybody except first years.  CCSC mentions that as a council we are unanimously against the proposal.  However, we ask Scott Wright that while we are opposed to the proposal we can not make our own suggestions until we know what changes are actually feasible.  Scott Wright suggests setting up a meeting with Michael McNeil from health services who has been involved directly with the smoking policy.  CCSC also mentions to Scott Wright that Columbia’s print services are almost three times as expensive as barnard’s.  Scott Wright has made a note of this and will look into why our services are that much more expensive than barnard’s.  Lastly, Scott Wright presents some information about the swine flu crisis that is currently occurring and mentions that some of this information may be put up on the Columbia web site.  He assures us that Columbia would have access to vaccines and additional medical supplies if the university needed them.
