	Agenda Item 2 | Co-Sponsorships | Laura Doan 


Discussion:  The committee had four co-sponsorships this week.  LUCHA is having a community health fair and they requested $800.  The committee has recommended giving them $200 and has encouraged them to go to SGA not just CCSC for funding.  The Columbia Japan Society is having their Matsuri event and they requested $750.  They have made significant cutbacks since the last time they dropped by the co-sponsorship committee and so the committee recommends giving them $750 in full.  The Food Sustainability Project is working on a community garden project.  They Requested $900 but the committee has recommended only $200.  The Caribbean Students Association has requested $500 but the committee has recommended $300.  
Decision:  All CCSC members vote in favor of the four co-sponsorships. 
	Agenda Item 3 | Rotating Agenda Item | CCSC 2011 


Discussion:  CCSC 2011 wanted to discuss the issue of Gender Blind Housing.  This issue has currently been dealt with at Barnard and at Yale.  And it is in the process of being worked on at a number of Ivy League institutions.  Gender Blind Housing would allow any two people to live in a double regardless of their gender.  Most universities that allow this do not offer it to first years.  One of the main concerns is that if this were allowed then two people might live together who are in a relationship; if they break up during the year, then housing might have to deal with students who want to change their living situation.  Learned is going to bring this issue to the policy committee.  He believes that two or three weeks of policy research will be necessary and then the policy committee can come back to the larger council with a proposal. 
	Agenda Item 4 | Meal Plan Presentation | Student Services Reps 


Discussion:  The Student Services Reps give a PowerPoint presentation about a proposal for a new meal plan.   
The student services reps looked at the meal plans at other schools and pulled different aspects from those plans to create this new one.  They liked having meal being counted per week rather than per semester, having multiple dining locations, having continuous hours of service; and having a place where breakfast is served.  They also would like to enable first-years to be allowed to swipe more than once in a day.  The student services reps mention that the fact that most other institutions mandate that their students be on a meal plan allows their dining services to provide more services.  The proposed plan also turns Ferris Booth into a dining location like John Jay where students can use their meals at rather than only their dining dollars/flex points.  Although the student services representatives have been told that this change would not affect the quality of the food at Ferris, some CCSC members are skeptical of this.  The new plan would also mandate that every Columbia student be part of a meal plan; though this may be as flexible to mean that a student would only have to have one meal per week on the meal plan, which they could use at Ferris.  Most CCSC members feel that this mandatory plan would be widely unpopular even if it could then be used to improve the overall quality of the food.  A suggestion that many applaud is that Dining should allow students to convert their meals into dining dollars.  Some of the major points that CCSC recommends that the student services reps continue to look into as they revise their proposal are having a flexibility of options, ensuring that breakfast is served, and getting more feedback from students on the type of food that is served.
	Agenda Item 5 | Tobacco/Smoking Policy | CCSC 


Discussion:  At a housing meeting, a proposal was made to ban smoking on the main Columbia campus.  Thus far the only smoking policies are that students cannot smoke in dorms and that students must smoke twenty feet from dorms.  However, these policies are not truly enforced.  The committee that presented this proposal wanted the core of Columbia’s campus to be smoke free.  CCSC unanimously is opposed to this proposal.  However, CCSC believes that the current policies should be enforced.  CCSC must now do research on locations in which the smoking policies should be enforced such as in front of Carman and in front of Butler.
