	Agenda Item 3 | E-Board Updates | E-Board


Discussion:   Laura Doan:  Laura has been working on a joint co-sponsorship form with Lauren Minches of ESC.  The template is ready so they are now in talks with CUIT to have the form online.  Laura has sent out an email about allocation request forms for class councils.  These forms will help increase CCSC’s transparency in regards to funding.  CCSC has co-sponsored CSC’s “Remember Sichuan” fundraiser event ($200) and Pi Delta Psi’s “Ignition” Cultural Event ($1250).

Robyn Burgess:  Robyn Burgess discusses upcoming events and tells the council to note them in their calendars.  The intercouncil kickoff event is this Friday, September 12, with a time TBD.  The Dean Shollenberger dinner will be on September 25 from 6:30 pm – 8:30 pm.  Our annual retreat is October 24-25 (the date was pushed back due to the Jewish high holidays).  The Passport to Columbia event is happening September 20th.  Robyn then stated that Columbia’s Sports Marketing has decided to cancel Midnight Mania this year to be replaced with an incentives program that will reward students with prizes for attending specific athletics events at specific dates.  CCSC will have a homecoming carnival/pep rally to celebrate athletes.  The Jam Session will occur on October 18th.  Lastly, CCSC wants t-shirts so that we are visible at our events. 
Adil Ahmed:  Adil sent out an email earlier today to the Policy Committee listing a bunch of issues that will be tackled this year.  Adil is setting up a meeting with Daniel Spiegel of Athletics to discuss making Lions Den an officially recognized student group.  The OMA office has had big shifts in terms of administration; we will continue to work with them.  CCSC will work on universal swipe access.  SGA did a survey last year where the Barnard students widely supported swipe access.  There will be a meeting for swipe access and he will contact everyone once that is set up.  The Committee on the Core is in the process of appointing students.  The Manhattanville Committee has been renamed the Committee on Manhattanville and Harlem Community Responsibility;” CCSC will be working with the Student Coalition of Expansion and Gentrification.  Sakai (courseworks 2.0) will be launched soon; CCSC must promote it.  CCSC is in the progress of creating a student “portal;” we may need to hire people to speed up the progress.   

George Krebs:  George has spent the summer working on Dean’s Discipline issues and is the process of making sure that the changes are actually instituted.  Flex Off-Campus is widely accepted—even at “Chipotle!”  George is working on getting the whole college to go to a Mets baseball game in the next two weeks. 

Ian Solsky:  CCSC is remodeling its webpage; those members who haven’t sent Ian their picture for the website should do so immediately.  CCSC and ESC are working to make an “Administrator Cheat Sheet.”
