Resolution on Approving Off-Campus Venues
October 5, 2008


WHEREAS, the spaces currently available for undergraduate student group programming are limited to a few on-campus locations,

WHEREAS, having more novel and diverse venues available for student groups’ events would increase the number of event types groups could host, 

WHEREAS, this will  increase participation and raise interest in different student groups and their event programming, thus further ensuring that Student Life fees benefit a larger proportion of the undergraduate population,

WHEREAS, expanding the number of locations available for student group programming will help alleviate the current space constraints facing the campus, specifically in Lerner Hall,

WHEREAS, encouraging students to frequent venues that have satisfied Columbia’s requirements for responsible business practices and that do not permit underage drinking will make undergraduate nightlife more safe,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Office of Student Development and Activities allow student groups to hold events at a selected number of approved off-campus venues and assist groups and councils in streamlining the planning process. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following business be investigated for responsible business practices, and, pending their approval, be made available for student group programming:
