Meet CHLOE CHANG, KAILEE WELLS, ALAN JAE-HYUN PAK & TARA REVYN. They are only four of many Asian Americans who are afflicted with aplastic anemia or leukemia, the most common form of childhood cancer. 
Every year in the United States, more than 30,000 people are stricken with leukemia and other fatal blood diseases.  For many, their last hope for survival is a marrow or stem Cell transplant. But first they must find a miracle match from an unrelated donor. 
Of the current 5 million marrow donors registered in the national database, only 8% consists of Asians. This makes finding a match for patients extremely difficult.  Because marrow is hereditary, much like eye and hair color, patients would most likely find a match within their own ethnicities. 


It takes only 10 minutes to register to become a potential donor.  Registering entails filling out a consent form and having a small amount of blood taken to be tested for its HLA (bone marrow) type. You will only be called if you are found to be a potential match. After being fully educated of the procedure, you make the final decision to donate. The process in which the marrow or stem cell is taken is an in-and-out procedure with very little risk to the donor. Only about 5% of the marrow is taken, and that amount is naturally replenished by your body within weeks. 
Every 9 minutes, a patient dies. We often take life for granted, but there are thousands of patients who are just struggling to stay alive. What if you were that one last hope?
