Founded in 1925, the CSPA is owned
by Columbia University in New York
City. Operated as a program affiliated
with Columbias Graduate School of
Journalism, the Association sponsors
critiques,  publications,  educational
conferences, idea exchanges and awards
programs. Fees collected for its services
to colleges and schools, plus a small
endowment, cover its expenses.

The Association honors excellence in
student media with Crown Awards, plus
Gold, Silver and Bronze Medalists. Its
Gold Circle Awards recognize student
journalists for individual or team talent.

Over the years, the Association has
added national conventions, regional

conferences and summer workshops.
The CSPA’s Web site, located at htep://

cspa.columbia.edu, offers immediate
access to convention, membership and
contest information.

Throughout its growth, the CSPA’s
goals have remained constant since 1925:
* to make clear expression the

standard for success;

* to maintain the student media
for students, by students and
containing news of students;

* to conduct contests and present
awards,  encouraging  student
journalists to constantly seek both
self improvement and that of their
publication;

* to recognize that studying
journalism can be a means toward
a broader understanding of society
and of people, even without
leading to a career choice in the

field.

All rooms at all hotels are subject to
a N.Y.C. hotel occupancy tax of $2.00
per room or $4.00 per suite/per night
plus an additional 13.25% hotel tax.

* A note on taxes: Rates listed for each property
exclude all taxes. School districts within New York
State must provide a tax-exempt certificate. New
York State law does not recognize tax exemption to
public schools outside New York State. All private
schools, however, should submit tax-exempt forms
directly to hotels of their choice.
