The Columbia Journal of Literary Criticism is a peer-edited journal devoted to publishing rigorous works of undergraduate scholarship and to providing a forum for interdisciplinary critique. As editors, writers, organizers, and primary contributors, editorial board members make up the intellectual foundation of the Journal. All members of the Editorial Board have three major roles:

•    Editing – Members will be assigned to edit one to two papers as part of a group run by a primary editor and overseen by the Senior Editor. Board members will be responsible for attending all editing sessions and are expected to make necessary preparations before each session.

•    Writing – Each year the Journal publishes undergraduate essays as well as original interviews and articles. Members can choose to write supplemental articles, interviews, and blurbs as those pieces become available.

•    Organizing – The CJLC Executive Board is committed to giving every Editorial Board member an opportunity to get involved with the Journal’s managerial aspects. Each editing group will be in charge of nominating professors to be featured at an After Hours discussion with the option of organizing and planning the event if desired. Additionally, board members with previous experience in publication may choose to become involved in the publishing process of the Journal.

All members will be expected to attend four Journal-wide meetings held during the school year.

The Modern poets T.S. Eliot and Ezra Pound spent a good deal of time in Europe and reveled in the foreign influence present in their work; William Carlos Williams, in opposition to these two poets, strives to leave the European influence out of his works, wishing to portray only things familiar to the American public.  As Pound and Eliot constantly reference and allude to high-brow and sometimes obscure references, Williams directly attempts to disassociate himself from this sort of writing (either by choice or inability to do it efficiently) and relies upon simple language and everyday imagery to express his poems.  He wishes to capture the American language; in fact, he believes this is the entire purpose of his art form, as expressed by the abovementioned quote of Kandinsky he used in his prologue to Kora In Hell.
