HISTORY OF BRAZIL

Organization:
The aim of this course will be a survey of the major trends in the social, economic and political evolution of Brazilian society since the colonial period.  After a review of the settlement patterns, economy and organization of the colonial world and its evolution up to the late 18th century, the lectures and readings will then go on to examine the creation of the unique American Imperial System and the construction of an independent and coherent state for this continental nation in the period to 1850. The evolution of the coffee economy in the second half of the 19th century and the massive use of African slave labor will then be the themes addressed. The causes and consequences of the abolition of the slave trade and slavery and the massive immigration of European immigrants to the center and south of Brazil after the 1880s will be themes examined as the empire comes to an end and a Federal Republic is established at the of the century. The creation of a viable industrial economy after 1900 and the increasing central state intervention in the economy are issues that will be explored along with the causes and consequences of the collapse of the Old Republic and the rise of Getulio Vargas and his (New State(administration.  Finally the rise of an industrial labor movement, of a radical Marxist left and the subsequent long military intervention of the last quarter of the 20th century will be explored as well as the construction of a state controlled national economy.  The subsequent return to democratic rule and an open economy with be the final themes addressed. 

Requirements:   Each student will have the choice of preparing a 15-20 page research paper surveying a basic theme found in the readings and/or lectures and exploring it in more detail by more extensive reading.  Alternatively students may take a final written examination at the end of the course which will cover the themes raised in the readings and lectures.   Although a reading knowledge of Portuguese would be helpful, it is not be required.
