4. The original and completed form and summary should then be returned, either by the department or you, to Dean
McGee, School of General Studies, 403 Lewisohn Hall. The deadlines for receiving completed applications are as
follows: Friday, November 9, for fall term or academic year thesis projects; Friday, February 29, for spring
term-only thesis; and Friday, April 25, for calendar year or EALAC senior honors theses.
