Human Subjects Research Review Deadlines for Fall 2005 through Summer 2006

No research that involves human subjects
 may be initiated at Columbia’s Morningside Campus without prior review and approval of the Institutional Review Board (IRB).  This is true regardless of whether the research is being funded by a government agency or, indeed, from any source.  Faculty and other researchers should consult with the IRB well in advance of when they want to begin their projects to determine the type of review required for their project.

Research projects involving human subjects that require full board review (require approval determination by convened meeting of the IRB) must be submitted electronically to the IRB no later than two weeks prior to a meeting date:
