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Endnotes

1Country or Place of origin classification by world region follows the Institute of International
Education’s (IIE) taxonomy.

2The more intuitive “intern” is used to describe the legal classification and status known in the
jargon of the United States Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) as “Optional Practical
Trainee” for F-1 Students or “Academic Trainee” for J-1 Exchange Visitors. Interns (Trainees) are
students who—following completion of their Columbia University degree programs—engage in 12—
36 months of field-related training under the continuing visa supervision of the University. Among
the 1,362 interns whose legal basis for remaining in the US is training following completion of their
degrees, 17 are enrolled for one or more courses. These are accurately reflected in the 5,323 and 1,362
subtotals and double-counted in the 6,685 student totals.

3The figure 21% reflects the calculation of dividing the Fall 2008 international enrollment (5,323) by
the University's Fall 2008 enrollment number of 25,415 (see endnote 4). The Institute of International
Education, in calculating each institution's international representation, includes interns in
headcounts. For Fall 2008, this alternative methodology would result in Columbia being described as
26% international. It is the IIE's calculation that is published annually in the Chronicle of Higher
Education.

4Fall 2008 calculations are based on an enrollment total of 25,415. Data obtained on 12/16/08 from
Columbia University’s Student Information System (SIS).

S5National data are from Open Doors 2008, a publication of the Institute of International Education,
which reported the findings of the Fall 2007 IIE Annual Census of over 2,000 accredited U.S.
postsecondary institutions.

6International scholars comprise both full- and part-time officers of research, instruction, and
administration and Visiting Scholar/Scientist courtesy designations.

7Beginning with the 2006 edition of Open Doors, the Institute of International Education implemented
several changes to its definitions of world regions. The previously separate regions of Eastern Europe
and Western Europe were collapsed into a single Europe. More significantly, Turkey and Cyprus,
previously included in the Middle East, were reclassified within Europe. This report reflects a single
Europe. Regional longitudinal data are recalculated, beginning with 1972 numbers, to reflect the
reclassification of Turkey and Cyprus within Europe.

8Yugoslavia data will be permitted to age out.

9The source for page data is the Institute of International Education, whose Northeast Student
