Project Statement

Publishing the Database of the Avery Library Collection of the Spanish Civil War Children’s Drawings to the World Wide Web

1 Overview

The Avery Library holds a collection of children’s drawings from the Spanish Civil War era. This project is intended to bring the database of the collection, along with the scanned images of the drawings, to the World Wide Web. Three separate versions of the Web interface are needed in name, place of origin, and colony order respects. Thumbnails will appear along with each citation, linked to the full data.

2 Proposed Technical Strategy

MS Word document will be passed into a database to generate Web pages in batch. Online access to database is not a requirement and database is static, except for the expected addition of URLs for the thumbnail and full-size images. No additional updates are expected.

3 Deliverables (Output)

Sort Order
The name and colony versions will be sorted alphabetically based on the first letter of the reference fields. The place of origin version will be sorted based on the field itself.
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1. Home Page Layout

The home page will contain links to the sorted citations. A search option is also considered.

2. Citation Layout

Links from the main page lead to the citations. Each version has its own citation format. All versions will have thumbnails. The URL and thumbnail will be linked to the full data. Here are the list and examples

3. Full Data Layout

The format of the full data is similar to the format of the name citation, except for the thumbnail. The thumbnail will be replaced by the full-size image.

4. Navigation

The citation and the full data pages will have a navigation ruler under it. For the name- and colony-sorted citations, the navigation will be alphabetical (corresponding to the sort order). The place of origin version and the full data will have a “next and previous” navigation.
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
