Scripts

1. Modern Dates.  Stephen Davis, Columbia, will be sending us the dates he has already generated for the data we have sent him.  This is not all the records as nothing has been sent in since 2000 or 2001.  It needs to be determined if we can (or should) use this data and update our records or if we should replicate his script that creates these dates and run it against the entire database. Todd is aware that he will need to review these fields regardless of the way we create them.  See http://www.columbia.edu/cu/libraries/inside/projects/apis/documentation/michberk_reload_specs.html for what Stephen would contain send us.

2. Primary Publication.  Currently there is a “publications” field that can contain one or more publication values.  When only 1 value is in the Publisher field, it needs to be normalized and copied to this new field.  If there is more then 1 value then nothing as done as Todd will need to determine which publication code is the primary one.  When there is only 1, it needs to be normalized as follows:  

· Volume is replaced and based on number following the (last) period (.), e.g., P.Tebt., IV.1150:

number < 267 then volume = "1"

number < 698 then volume = "2"

number < 825 then volume = "3.1"

number < 1094 then volume = "3.2"

else volume = "4"

· Replace content from comma (,) with colon, volume, colon, number, e.g., "P.Tebt., IV.1150" becomes "P.Tebt.:4:1150"

· Any additional information in the field should be dropped, e.g., " P.Tebt., I.32; Wilcken, J. Chrest., No. 448" becomes " P.Tebt.:1:32".

3. Permanent URLs.  Create a script (oac.pl) to translate URLs in the data we send Columbia to their actual location.  Determine URL of script to include in database output.

4. Unload program.  Need to unload the entire contents of the database and output to a flat file with appropriate codes and normalization for submission to Columbia.  See “normalization” section. "linen" becomes "Linen"

In addition, "Papryi" becomes "Papyrus" if Items is 1.

Add space, semicolon, space, that is, " ; " followed by Size.  

For example:  Items = 1; Material = "pap"; Size = "30.5 x 30.8 cm." becomes "1 papyrus ; 30.5 x 30.8 cm."
