· Allow qualification of stop-list terms by parameters such as:

· Capitalization

· Wildcard

· Truncation

· Part of speech


(Question: how is input text normalized for matching?  Stop list words should have parallel normalization.)

Final Metadata Output

· Allow metadata output to be sorted into distinct categories according, e.g., to the following parameters:

· Technique of metadata term identification (AAT match, Back of book index match, specific CS techniques, “best of” amalgam of techniques) 
· Confidence level


· Allow tagged or delimited output ready for batch loading into SQL or other database system, e.g.,
