Digital objects in special collections: Some statistics for time estimates 
It took 20 hours of student work to 

1. make an inventory of the 365 digital items belonging to one collection (Bomb magazine), record basic info.
2. copy the contents of the 155 out of these items into separate directory (in 131 of those at least some files could be copied but not read – unknown software/extensions, software not available, etc.)
Most common problems:

1. Hardware issues: most frequent – zip disks (28 objects); 5 ¼ diskettes (14 objects), Jaz disks (6 items), SyQuest/ 44 MB/ 5.25'' Removable Cartridge (6 items)
2. 124 of 3 ½ disks not able to read/copy (gives formatting error, probably Mac disks) 

3. Out of 27 CDs 23 not accessible for simple drag/drop copying

Survey: 772 suspected CLIO records, about ½ of them Bakhmeteff (presumably very few collections there have a digital component: New York Group, Leo Haimson, and 1-2 1-item collections); thus assume 386 collections
Need a student to do the following:

1. Stage one: find records in the archival portal, check the finding aid, see if any digital suspects. Assume 10 min per collection, since some will be immediately obvious. Break down these 386 CLIO records into three categories by existing digital component: yes/no/maybe, record number and type of digital holdings if possible.  For yes and maybe, note if collection is offsite/onsite, level of description (folder/box).  Estimated time for this stage: 64.5 hours.  Result: Inventory of legacy collections with digital components, to serve as a start for our list (guide) of RBML digital materials
2. Stage 2: order offsite boxes, make inventory (see Bomb magazine), record issues, copy whatever possible.  Time estimate can only be made after we have results of stage one.
