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The Websites Project has identified 65 websites as of 31 July 2007 that provide high quality material (text, video, audio, and images) on the history of New York City. It is a list compiled for Columbia University’s library’s ongoing Digital New York City (DNYC) project, to identify, catalogue, and perhaps integrate related content already on the internet.
ID


This is simply the chronological number of the websites

Main Title

A title for the website that is either given, or if none is given, something that succinctly describes the majority of the website’s content.

Other Title

For use when the given title of the website has two parts.

Publication

Describes the organization that has posted the information of the website.

Summary

A description of the contents of the website broad enough to include what kind of media are available (images/audio/video/text), how easily the media files are accessible, the breadth of the content, and topic; it should be specific enough for someone to catalogue the website. 

Number of Images

An estimate of the number of images (art work, photographs, and illustrations) available on the website.

Corporate Author

If the website content was done by a particular organization
Individual Author

If the website indicates that the content was written and organized by a specific individual

Subject Keyword

It was decided on July 31st at a meeting with Steven and Robbie that we shall include the borough(s) associated with the content, and include the LC subject heading for any personal, corporate, or place names extensively covered in the website’s content. We decided against including LC subject headings for topics covered in the website, as the “summary” category describes it more effectively.

URL

A link to the main page of the website, unless a link to a certain section is more helpful and relevant. 

Date Viewed

The date the website was accessed and catalogued
