For the moment I am not proposing any change in ETS open hours. They would still be 12 to 6 Monday through Friday, except, of course, on those days when Butler itself closes at 5:00.  As I will describe in greater detail at our meeting today, I want to slightly rethink the technical assistant post, using it as another graduate assistant position, so that I could have 36 hours per week of  assistance, 6 of which could be dedicated to tasks other than staffing the desk.

Assuming a rate of $14.50 per hour for 50 weeks and including 9 percent fringe for the four summer months, this budget would amount to $26,883.  Assuming that we will be getting $6,000 from GSAS for G4001 and that this will, as has been the long-established understanding, be applied to student staffing, I guess this means that the reconstituted separate ETS budget line 2-76805 should be budgeted for $21,000 (rounding up from $20,883) for the coming fiscal year.


   Were the Libraries willing to provide me with an additional 8 hours per week of assistant support (i.e.$9073 more), I would propose opening from 1-5 on Saturdays and from 10 to 6 on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  If half of that amount were available, I would extend hours to Saturdays only.
