works sbout MacNeice include manuscripts of a memoir and a radic portrait
by Robert Pocock. The protrait has poignant comments and personal remin~
iscences by twenty of the poet's contemporaries, including &oln Betjeman,
Anthony Blunt, W.H. Auden, E,R., Dodds, Stephen Spender, and others, Both
Auden and a literary coterie of Spender, Betjeman, William Bmpson, and
Cyril Connolly taped discussions of lacNeice and his poetry. These two tapes
and their typescript tranacriptions are awallable.

Thirty-eight books that were in MacNeice's personal library are alsc here;
most are autographed by him and many have marked passages and marginal notes.
One of the books-- Euripedes! Alcewtis and Cther Plays-- is heavily annotated,
apparently for a broadcast preduction,
