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DESCRIPTION:

The collection is composed of 163 documents, letters and papers relating
to the ecclesiastical, political and sociel history of Mexico from 1649
to 1858. A large group of ecclestical material is dated 1772 while most
of the secular papers fall in the early part of the 19th century., Of
these documents 144 originated frem archspiscopal authority and bear the
signatures or seals of lanuel Barrientos (Vicar Genmsral and acting
Archbishop), Andres Martinez Campille (Canon of the Metropoliten Parish
Church), Francesce Antonic Lorenzana (24th archbishép of Mexico) etc.
These inolude about 67 dispensations in cases of marriage to avoid
publishing the banns, to set aside degrees of consanguinity and affinity,
etc.; & chromological list of the 31 archbishops of kexlce from 1627

to 1921; wills and settlement of estates. Among the material of less
scclesiastical nature there are lebtiters and offical communications
relating to revoluticnary leaders (1811-1888) reports from viceregal
archives, tax assessments, etoc.
