Correspondence mostly concerns the Ob"edinenie in the 1950s. One of the
manuscripts by Nikolaev is entitled, "Ukrainsko-pol'skie otnosheniia vo
vremia sovetsko-polfskoi voiny 1920-1921 gg." Nikolaev's memoirs largely
concern his activities as legal consultant to the Orthodox Church in
Poland. Printed materials deal mostly vith the Ob"edinenie.
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
