aristocratic families of Imperial Russia. The great majority of the collection
consists of correspondence between family members in the period ca. 1820-187^.
There are many letters by the following: Nikita Petrovich Panin, diplomat (lTTl-
1837); his wife Sofiia Vladimirovna (1775-18UU); their sons, Aleksandr Nikitch
(1791-1850) and Viktor Nikitich (l801-7^; Minister of Justice in l8Ul-6l); and
Viktor's daughters Leonilla Komarovskaia and Ol'ga Levashova. There are also
several brief essays by Nikita Panin. Items by non-family members include a
photocopy of a letter by Mikhail Golitsyn (171*0, a letter by Sergei Uvarov,
and two letters by Moscow Metropolitan Filaret.
