Luna/Saskia Implementation: Testing Plan

1. Conduct testing outlined below in the Java client first.

2. Before signing off on the implementation do some testing in browser client version.

3. Testing plan is based on (but not limited to) my document, Insight Data Format: Saskia Implementation at Columbia University.  This document provides answers to section 3.0, "Insight Data Format Questions,” from the Initial Insight Implementation Questionnaire.
4. Saskia’s Additional Info field 

This field is mapped to the display name of Description Notes.  It should not display nor should it be searchable. In the first implementation it was keyword searchable but the data field itself did not appear.
Searching here can be tricky as we stumbled upon this error by accident.  To test, select records from the Saskia website www.saskia.com which include the Additional Information field or use the example below.

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Do a KEYWORD search for Metropolitan Museum.  This Lorenzetti work should NOT be in the result set.  If this work is in the result set contact Luna and make sure they remove the Description Notes data field.  

5. Descriptive Data display window

The Descriptive Data Display Window is the entire data record associated with a selected image.  Check the Descriptive Data Display Window to see that all the data fields listed below are included and are in the order specified below.

Make sure to consult the Proposed Columbia Layout of 2/17/2004 and not the one dated 

2/1/2004

6. Field Groupings
There should be one field grouping in the Descriptive Data Display Window records for Creator.  It contains Group Values for:

· Creator name

· Creator dates

· Creator nationality

Note that Location (in situ) is now longer a field grouping.  Grouping show below should be have eliminated:

· Location (in situ)   contains Group Values for 

· Location (in situ): Country

· Location (in situ): City/Site

7. Multiple values
Test this if you can find an example.  If there is a work with more than one artist, e.g. Pablo Picasso and Georges Braque, each Creator should be placed on a new line with the field name presented only once.

8. Repository data field
Make sure that this data field is displayed is the 

· Descriptive Data Display Window

· Select List

· Full list of searchable fields

and check that the field is searchable.

9.View data field

View data is mapped from Saskia’s ViewDescription field.  It should refer only to works of architecture, archaeological sites, and public sculpture.  This is the only one of Saskia’s Description and Description/Type fields that we want to display.

10. Location (in situ) data field

Unfortunately Saskia did not put Repository location in a separate data field.  They may have included this location information along with the name of the repository.  Since repository information was not included in the initial implementation we do not know if this information is present in the repository data field.  From the Saskia data samples sent by Luna and from the Saskia website www.saskia.com, it looks like Saskia fields repository information in the following manner: 

	Museum:
	Turkey, Istanbul, Archaeological Museum


If the repository location turns out to be a searchable data field, then the data field label Location (in situ) needs to be changed to Location without any qualification.  The reason this field is qualified is that it seems location information refers only to works of architecture, archaeological sites, and public sculpture.  

Location (in situ) is mapped to Saskia’s data for city or site.  If search yields country information contact Luna.

11. ID Field

This field should be mapped to the Work Record ID.  An ID search for 16227 should result in Hans von Aachen’s Portrait of the Painter Gaspar Rem.

12. Display of all Searchable fields

Check that the following 14 fields display in the order specified below.  All the fields should be searchable.  Make sure to check that Keyword search is functioning.  Note that the only field that is not keyword searchable is Measurement.  (Measurement appears in the Descriptive Data Display Window).
