· Days on Campus Recap 

· Went really well. Samiha will send mailing list of incoming freshman to Sadaf to be added.

· Sadaf will create a CU MSA 2013 group in the next couple of weeks. Samiha will email incoming freshman to touch base and let them know we are here to answer their questions.

· Will continue to sell sweatshirts at events because people have expressed interest in them. Bring them to senior farewell, jummah, spring picnic, etc.
· Bake Sale /Amendments Vote Recap 
· Bake sale went very well and was very popular. Helped create community after Salat. Amendments passed and new constitution is placed on front page of website. Will remain there for a few more weeks before being moved to a permanent link on the board page of the website. 
· Greenspiration Recap (Yusuf)

· Faraz Khan, wetland scientist from New Jersey, gave a very good speech that engaged the crowd. He will be giving the khutbah on May 1st.

· Q & A Recap (Noor)
· Smaller turnout – expected because of late planning/publicity

· Sheikh Samer did a good job, answered all questions very thoroughly. 

· Will continue halaqa series in fall. We will have a larger halaqa similar to the one we were initially planning as well as a series of smaller group discussions as Yusuf has suggested. 

· Fundamentals are important but we need to engage our general body and this might come through higher level discussion of which we are capable. 

· Gaza Strip Movie Showing

· Noor and Fatimah attended. It went very well. Movie screening and then discussion afterwards.
· Smaller than Occupation 101 and student rather than professor led which led to make back and forth. Students seemed to be less afraid to share their opinion. Something to consider for future movie screenings.
· Interfaith in Action (Samiha)
· Dinner for Doers is this Wednesday from 6-8pm. Interfaith dinner on the presence of faith. Important that we have a MSA contingent/representatives there at the event.

· Last Meeting/ Summer Plans

· Next week – 4/29 is our last meeting. We will be discussing things to work on during the summer so brainstorm possible summer projects to be discussed at the next meeting. Examples include website overhaul, survey monkey questionnaire, Ramadan planning etc. 

· Samiha will begin a thread with questions and topics for a survey to be given to our General Body to get more information about their want and needs and how they view the MSA.
· Thank You Cards

· Want to thank individuals and group that have helped us out during the year: Professor Abu  Manneh, Carol, OSGA, Cosponsoring student groups, etc. 
· This helps us build and maintain relationships.

· Muzna has thank you cards she will bring to our next meeting. Everybody think of 3 people you have personally worked with that you would like to thank and we will do this at the end of our next meeting inshallah.
· Meetings with Individuals on Campus
· Imam Sayeed will meet with us briefly at the beginning of next meeting to discuss the mission and goals of the MSA as well as any room for improvement. We will speak about what we would like to see the MSA become.
· In the fall, we will advertise Imam Sayeed’s office hours in our weekly email.

· Muzna and Zaki and whomever else is interested will be meeting with experienced outgoing seniors to pick their brain and will bring back information from those meetings to the board (e.g. Adil).
· Cosponsorship expectations/commitment

· Important that we attend events we cosponsor. If we make that commitment we have to be able to hold our end. It reflects negatively upon our organization if we cosponsor and only a couple of people are in the crowd as was the case with Greenspiration.
· From now on we will not cosponsor unless we have 3 members committed to attending. This applies primarily to large events. We will discuss the events the week before at our board meeting to make sure there are people going.

· Also important that MSA board members attend the vast  majority of MSA events to the best of their ability. This is a responsibility of the executive board as they are MSA planned events and should not need to be regulated. 
· MSA Prayer Room

· We will do an end of year cleaning after spring social on May 1st.
· If the prayer room closes on the 15th What about people attending graduation and seniors sticking around? We will look into this.
· Commencement/Ramadan Conflict (Adil)
· In 2018, commencement is scheduled to be on the 1st day of Ramadan. We should explore venues to move this two days earlier so that it is not in Ramadan at all.

· Write up letter to the student education committee of the University Senate. Adil will give Muzna contact information for this committee.

· May also want to meet with them either at our board meeting or elsewhere after we have written letter. Hold off on spectator article until we have spoken to the committee directly.

· May limit families ability to attend.  In 2019 it will be in Ramadan anyway but important to try to move it away from the 1st day of Ramadan on 2018 and have a voice on the topic.

· We will ask certain people to bring food – potluck style.
· Sadaf will create flyer for this event and we will flyer campus just so people know it is an open and not a closed event and that we are reaching out. 

· If it rains, must be cancelled because campus groups can not hold events after May 4th.
