Robbery ALERT 
 

On April 26, 2008, at approximately 11:30 p.m., a family 
member of a Columbia Affiliate reported while walking home on 
171st Street, towards Fort Washington Avenue from Broadway. He 
was approached by two males, one displaying a hunting style knife, 
demanding his property. The two males made off with the victims 
cell phone and fled east towards Broadway. The victim was 
uninjured.   
 

Victim described the suspects as: 
 

Suspects (1): Male Hispanic / dark complexion /  5’10” tall / 
thin to medium build / approximately 150 lbs /early 20’s / last 
seen wearing a black hoody / dark pants. 
 

Suspect (2): Male Hispanic/ dark complexion /5’10” tall / 
medium Build / approximately 170 lbs /early 20’s /with a 
Goatee / last seen wearing a White Du Rag / Red Hoody / 
Jeans with patches / labels on them.
