The unfortunate looting on Dabuzishan in Lixian, Gansu Province, in 1994 led to the discovery of early Qin. Over the next fifteen years artifacts
originating from Dabuzishan have been gradually published, and a number of other critical sites related to the early Qin state have also been
excavated including the most fascinating northern-steppe chariot burials at Majiayuan. The conference brings a group of senior archaeologists who
were responsible for the later discoveries together with leading Western scholars to discuss their implications for understanding the early history
of Qin and the eventual rise of the Qin Empire.
