SGB Minutes 11-16-08

7:00: Meeting began. Present: Arjun, Jacob, Devora, James, Sana, Nishi, Eugene, Casey

7:05: FEED presented their cosponsorship request for $160 for their Hunger Banquet event. “A Hunger Banquet brings to life the inequalities of our world as participants experience firsthand the local and international issue of hunger. Participants draw tickets at random that assign them to either a high-, middle-, or low-income tier. According to their ticket, they receive a corresponding meal.” It was suggested that they change their donation structure to a “suggested donation,” to avoid violating SGB fundraising rules. 

7:15: CUDM presented a co-sponsorship request for the Dance Marathon for $500. It’s a 28-hour event that raises money for Pediatric AIDS. They are currently recognized only as an event, although ABC has given them an account number and an advisor. Costs include t-shirts, posters, facilities charges, renting Lerner, sound system, and so on, and add up to $11,000. 

7:25: SCEG came to present a co-sponsorship request for $500 for their walking tour with Vicky Gholson on Saturday, November 22nd. They are partnering with USCC and BSO (who are cosponsoring this). They’ve had two previous walking tours, but wanted to expand its attraction to the whole community. They also are asking for money from CCSC. 

7:32: Rotaract non-monetary cosponsorship was presented by Casey for their job event this week, both to help them and to help the SGB get a better sense of how to run a job fair. 

7:36: Greenspiration Coalition was recognized unanimously as a coalition. Jacob will send an email.

7:37: Board voted unanimously to grant a $160 cosponsorship to FEED. Eugene will email. 

7:40: CUDM discussion. First, board voted to grant them a t-shirt exception. Arjun pointed out that the advisors have been signing off on expenses. Casey and Jim recused themselves, and the board voted unanimously to grant them a cosponsorship of $500. Jacob will email them. 

7:48: SCEG discussion. Concern was brought up over the restricted number of people. Board voted unanimously to grant them a co-sponsorship  of $300. 

7:57: Board voted to co-sponsor Rotaract’s job event. Reps who are going will be in contact with Casey.

8:00: Arjun reported on his and Elissa’s meeting with RED and DeltaGDP. Arjun said that it was clear that the two could not co-exist, because their methods showed a clear ideological difference on the relationship between growing and grown economies. Board voted unanimously to recommend recognition of DeltaGDP. 

8:05: Discussion of job strategy – Jacob said that he would email reps with groups that will be particularly helpful, so that reps could personally email. He also asked the board to continue contacting friends. Outreach ideas include Facebook groups, Bwog advertising.

8:20: Arjun briefed the board on the meeting on space held with a few members of the councils. Likely solutions will be online link to cancel space, a reminder email that you have a space, and a list of last-minute cancellations. Students will also consider approaching the individual departments for their space.

8:28: James announced that he would be resigning at the end of the semester to take over Bwog, encouraging interested reps to approach Arjun.

8:29: Jacob suggested doing something to solicit feedback at the Town Hall.
