USE:  BA XIV (Final [Purpose] Clauses), XV (Consecutive [Result] Clauses)

I.  FINAL CLAUSES (“Purpose Clauses”)

(Signal-words: ut, ne, ne... quis, ne... umquam, quo [with comparative], neve/neu)

1.  I think there is a tradition that they refused to become rulers, so that they would not ever displease their brothers and sisters.

2.  Something should be done so that the women will arrive more quickly.

3.  She acted quickly, lest they should forget, become despondent, or do something even worse.

II.  CONSECUTIVE CLAUSES (“Result Clauses”)

(Signal-words: sic, ita, tam; ut, ut... non, ut... nemo, ut... nihil/nullus/numquam/nusquam, neque/nec)

1.  This scared him so much that he scarcely even today comes outside.

2.  They said that she had lived in such a way that there was no one who would not have loved her.

3.  The waves were such as to dash over the whole of the ship, and the storm was of such a kind as I had never seen before.

4.  You cannot, she said, injure your country without bringing loss and ruin upon yourself and your own affairs.

5.  We fled in such darkness that we did not even look anywhere for the little hill.

III.  CAUSAL & EXPLANATORY CLAUSES

(USE BA LXI, “Causal & Explanatory Clauses”)

Translate, making sure to use the correct mood for the causal/explanatory clauses:

1.  Though the whole world is angry with me because (as they think) I was too kind to my father’s murderers, yet I shall never be ashamed of the fact that I spared the vanquished.

2.  Rejoice that so many ears listen to you as you sing!

3.  I did everything, not because you loved me [the inaccurate reason which I don’t believe], but because I wanted to achieve the greatest glory and happiness.

4.  Your having said this does not convince me that I am wrong.  [Use a quod-clause, as explained in section 487, p. 267]
