get a sense of what it meant to be an East Berliner, what is gone, what one wishes weren't gone; organize a dioramic version of a memory

Vocabulary:

history of the wall; cold war; architecture/construction/destruction; pro-con debate terminology; history of Bahnhof Zoo; history of Berlin-Hauptstadt der DDR

Grammar structures:  imperfect and pluperfect verb forms, passive tense, reported speech; verbs with prepositions; infinitive constructions;

C.  Die Kinder sind die Zukunft

Student can identify neighborhoods and attractions in Berlin


1.  Select an appealing neighborhood


2.  Identify conveniences and attractions in neighborhood


3.  Make connections in the neighborhood (people/places/activities) 


4.  Give tour of neighborhood

Vocabulary to be reviewed/mastered: Berlinisch; Living quarters and neighborhood; social interactions; ways of admiring, ways of critiquing, descriptions of places

Grammatical structures to be reviewed/mastered:  story telling
