1. In this investigation we collected the report cards of over one thousand children and compared them with those of their parents and grandparents. (or: ". . .the report cards of 1000 children were collected and compared…")

2. The general method was the same one as in previous studies.

3. Other methods were proposed, for example, the ones which the next section of this book addresses.

4. "When two individuals do the same thing, it is a far from being the same thing." That is to say:   Not only the act is important, but rather who carries it out with what motive.

5. We were able to confirm Nelson's observations, as well as those of the other authors.

6. The new economic theories are only comprehensible to people who have mastered higher mathematics.

7. Franz Schubert likely began to compose his great C-major Symphony in 1825. Characteristic of this symphony is its introduction.

8. Schumann first discovered Schubert's great Symphony in C-major in 1840 in Vienna. The symphony's slow introduction excited Schumann and later influenced him (in his work).

9. The average rate of increase in state expenditures for German research and development amounted to 12.7% between 1980 and 1990. The average rate of increase for business amounted to 13.1%.

10. Compared to the number of unemployed in the "old federal states," the number in the "new states" was two-times to three-times higher.

11. "Do unto others as you would have them do unto you." This is what is called "The Golden Rule."

12. Sometimes childless couples also want to adopt a somewhat older child.

13. An adoptive child takes the surname of the person who has adopted the child.

14. The sick man sometimes remained sleepless for nights. This made his suffering even more unbearable and in the end led to his death.

15. Medications administered improperly or in overdoses to the sick man had a poisonous effect.

16. In the narrow sense of the word, those substances detrimental to animals and humans are called poison.

17. The historical prejudices against "the" Germans are still widely present among the population of their neighboring countries. This was evident from the results of a questionnaire published recently in a weekly magazine from the Netherlands.

18. The volume under consideration fearlessly introduces the reader to the controversies of the most recent German history.

19. The author has divided his book into two parts, of which the first presents the history chronologically and the second is intended to shed light on structural relationships. I found the former very clear because of the chronological presentation. In the case of the latter I got helplessly lost in the massive amount of detail.
