1. In rainy weather earthworms come up from the earth, and hence their name.  There are lots of them in the rain forest. [Note: the German "Regenworm" equates literally to "RAIN-worm" rak]

2. Let's look at the first example. From it we can clearly understand what the problem is.

3. The blood consists of blood plasma and the blood corpuscles distributed in it.

4. There are several other characteristics of these corpuscles that must be mentioned.

5. On what is the German voting system based? Every German who has reached the age of 18 is entitled to vote.

6. The great danger in this election campaign exists in the fact that many of the eligible voters will not vote and that, as a result, the radicals will be elected.

7. Such an action [This sort of behavior] cannot be justified from a political standpoint.

8. The Persian War ended in 448 BC. Immediately thereafter, Pericles busied himself with the reconstruction of the Acropolis.

9. The ruins of the Acropolis give [us] a picture of how highly developed the Greek’s architecture was 2500 years ago.

10. The earth travels around the sun one time in a year. As a result [of this] the four seasons occur.

11. Heat from the sun can be used to operate heating plants. Many researchers are involved with this phenomenon.

12. It seems obvious to use heat from the sun also to generate cold, for example in air conditioning. Appropriate suggestions to this end are made in the report under discussion.

13. This report presents facts rather than presuppositions. [or: This report operates on the basis of facts rather than presuppositions.]

14. Aerial photos are made from a satellite. As a result of this we ought to be able to learn more about the celestial bodies that we don’t know so well yet.

15. Various experiments are described here for the first time. This represents, however, merely a beginning. [Literally: with which, however, only a start is being made].

16. For this [purpose] one uses the apparatus described on page fifteen.

17. A basilica is a long, medieval construction whose doubled colonnades and apses (also known as altar recesses) were used to hold religious services but also court trials.

18. A suggestive question is, for example, the following: "Isn’t the sum of the angles of a triangle 180 degrees?" To which the pupil can answer only "yes" or "no," and with which [literally: whereby] it is being suggested to him to say "yes."

19. Such a question points to the fact that the teacher only wants to determine if the pupil has done his assignment or not.
