Letter requesting fulfillment of IEP recommendations

Dear Department of Education:

This letter is in regard to my patient, John Doe.  John is a __ year old special education student in the __ grade in P.S. __.  

John Doe’s IEP states that he requires___.  He requires this because of his medical conditions. John suffers from___, ___, and ___.  Because of these medical conditions, John has been determined to require___, ___, and ___ while in school.

In his current school, John receives physical therapy __ times a week.  This is inadequate for his needs.  John’s physical condition is deteriorating as a result of his inadequate physical therapy.  For example, John is currently less stable when walking than he was one year ago.  Compliance with John’s IEP should result in a much better physical condition and may halt the progression of John’s decline.

John is not currently receiving his IEP recommendations.  These are necessary for his education and his physical health.  If he continues to not receive the therapy that meets his needs, this may result in further delays and permanent physical disabilities.

As you are aware, under local law, if the Department of Education is unable to provide an educational situation that meets a child’s needs, the parent has the right to seek private services and the Department of Education must pay for these services.  

I request that you immediately address this situation by meeting John’s IEP recommendations or moving John to a school in which all his needs will be met.  If the Department of Education is unable to meet John’s needs, please inform his mother, Jane Doe, immediately that she will need to seek private services that are adequate for John.  In this event, please provide her with the RSA (Related Service Authorization) letter that will allow her to contract with a private therapist at the School District’s expense.
