While

there have been some remarkable changes in rates of population growth in

many parts of Asia, Latin America and, to a lesser extent, in Africa,

there still are significant areas in resource-poor settings in

sub-Saharan Africa and in South Asia.  Work in the field of population

encompasses a broader agenda, including the empowerment of women,

reproductive health, family planning, sexually transmitted infections,

and the tragic HIV/AIDS pandemic.
