Lab 5: Risk Communication
In this lab, you will use the EPA workshop “Risk and Decision Making” to carry out the role-playing exercise it contains. You will have one hour to prepare for the role playing, and the second hour to perform it. 
1. Find your role in the spreadsheet called “role playing assignments.wks” and fill it in below. 
a. If you are among the eight people in the EPA group, meet to prepare to run the meeting, using Appendix F if it seems helpful. You need to do steps 2 and 3 below as part of your preparation. One set of written planning materials will be submitted by the whole group. 
b. If you have a different role, read Appendix D to find out what it is.

2. Read Appendix E for sample good and bad responses to questions.

3. Skim the entire document to re-acquaint yourself with the facts and issues

4. If you are not EPA, write down at least two questions appropriate to your role below. To develop these questions (which cannot be exactly the same as any in Appendix E), brainstorm with others in similar roles (e.g., the KAPP TV reporter and her crew). 

5. The preparation period cannot last more than 1 hour. The meeting can start earlier if the EPA group is ready. The EPA group will run the meeting according to their plan. Others perform their roles (you do not have to ask your question exactly as written, or at all if another person asked essentially the same question). 

6. After the second hour, the meeting is over. Your additional written assignment is to evaluate the performance of the EPA group: how effectively did they communicate risk?
