Main protagonists: 


Sor Juana, the viceroy and vicereina (María Luisa to whom Sor Juana
dedicated her poems addressed to Phyllis) of Mexico, the bishop of
Puebla, Carlos Siguenza y Góngora (a celebrated Mexican writer and
Sor Juana's friend), the confesor, Sor Juana’s mother.

Scenes of particular interest:


-- examination of Sor Juana
-- Sor Juana at the death bed of her mother
-- Sor Juana’s conflict with the bishop of Puebla, accompanied by

Carlos Siguenza y Góngora and Sor Juana’s confessor.
-- scenes of plague.

Discussion questions for the film:

How does the film represent the historical and social reality of XVII century Mexico and its relationship to Spain? 

How successful was the film in communicating these historical facts and interpretations? 

Did the film have other goals, and did it successfully achieve them? 

How does the director manipulate the images and concept of death in the film?
