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This zip file contains the documents used to prepare our presentation on U.S. population growth.  We attempted to isolate variables that have an impact on the growth of the U.S. population.  We started by brainstorming variables that we thought could have an effect on growth, and then performed several regressions.  We regressed the data against the gross population number and against the percentage change in population.  We also  regressed lagged and unlagged data.  While we were able to get very high adjusted R-squares in many of our models, we ultimately decided that the model with the best predictive power was a simple trend model.
