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Problem Definition

How can CBS identify admitted students who may struggle with the academic workload so that they can be better supported during orientation.

Answer: They use the GMAT - which CBS claims is a good predictor.
How Can We help?

We think its total nonsense! We believe that other metrics would be much better predictors of gpa (like #yrs work experience, undergrad institution, undergrad gpa/major). It would also be interesting to see how people from different countries thrive or struggle in the CBS environment and it might lead to suggestions for improvement of orientation).

Getting the Data
We worked with the Admissions and OSA office to gather support for our idea. We had a verbal agreement that the data would be released (about 5,000 rows) conditional on us signing a waiver committing to sue the data responsibly and to keep it private.

Unfortunately when the waiver was being produced a concern was raised that we would not be granted a waiver as the data we were requesting was not in compliance with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).  FERPA is a Federal law that protects the privacy of student education records. The law applies to all schools that receive funds under an applicable program of the U.S. Department of Education.
The issue was referred to general counsel.
It was agreed that we would other avenues and if the official data became available we would incorporate it into our project
We produced a Qualtrix survey to gather key data and received 84 responses.
